JEWISH SOCIETY FRIDAY NIGHT FUND 

APPLICATION FORM 2011-2012
GUIDELINES AND HELPFUL HINTS

Aim

Friday night meals are, of course, one of the most valuable activities of any Jewish Society. For many students this will be their first extended stay away from home, and even if it is not, it is likely that either Shabbat meals will have been organised for them, or they wouldn’t have bothered at all.

This fund is to help you put on these often-costly meals. There are three aims to the fund:

1. To help J-Socs put on more Friday nights and other meals

2. To make the cost of the meal for members cheaper,

3. To free up financial resources which a J-Soc may be using for Friday night meals, to help more events happen during a term.

How It Works

We are asking you to apply for your subsidy immediately AFTER the event. This way you will be able to let us know how many actually attended and we will send you a bank payment by return. We will always prefer to transfer the money directly into your J-Soc bank account, although in exceptional cases we will send a cheque. Please be accurate about how many students actually attended. UJS reimburses you from the generous donations of individuals, and relies on your honesty to fairly allocate funding for meals.
This year you can apply to this fund for all communal Shabbat & Festival meals. We now offer a small subsidy for Shabbat Kiddush events and Onegs too.
It would be appreciated if you would send any bills, receipts etc that are applicable to the event together with your application

The fund will usually pay in the range of £2 per head multiplied by the number of actual participants, with more offered for smaller J-Socs, especially where they are limited by proximity to kosher food.

The idea is to encourage J-Socs to make the meal as exciting as possible for Jewish students. But a small J-Soc who cannot but in bulk and lives further from a Jewish community will require a larger subsidy per head, so we allow for this as well.
When applying please provide full bank details, as requested. We do not need to know the bank’s name, but we do need the bank ACCOUNT name, sort code and account number. 
Who Can Apply to the Fund?

The fund is available to all UJS-affiliated Jewish Societies in the United Kingdom and Ireland.

What’s The Maximum Amount of Meals I Can Apply For?

There is no limit on how many meals you can apply for, but please do not apply twice for the same meal.

When Do I Apply 

After verifying the number that have attended, send in your application and we will process your claim A.S.A.P. Please endeavour to claim for each meal within 14 days of the event.
Application Procedure:

1 Fill in your form clearly, typed, with all the details completed (please call UJS if you are unsure on certain aspects. Phone number is below).

2 Each form should represent one meal only.

3 Send form/s – one for each meal – to the finance department of UJS, either by email to finance@ujs.org.uk or by post to UJS (address below).
4 We will endeavour to pay all applications within 3 working days of receiving them.
